The Pennsylvania Railroad’s four-track main
line east from Pittsburgh is justifiably one of, if
not the, most famous and photographed pieces of
railroad in North America. Less well known, but
just as fascinating, are the “Lines West” main
lines from Pittsburgh to Chicago and St. Louis.
In August of last year, we looked at the very busy
operations of Conrail and Norfolk Southern from
just northwest of Pittsburgh to the PA-OH state
line.

In this program, we'll start at the former mid-
